II. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES (August 15, 2018) –A motion was made to approve the minutes from the August 15, 2018 meeting as submitted. Motion approved. m/s Wilkins/Klos 
III. PUBLIC COMMENT- Mr. Calderon addressed the committee with information regarding new technology and ideas of how to address aquifers that are being drained in the Midwest by using a system of gutters along interstates to capture the water and replenish the aquifers.  Also discussed was the possibility of covering roads and utilizing solar power generation.  Mr. Calderon was limited to (3) minutes and was informed that he could finish his thoughts at the end of the meeting under Public Comment.  
IV. Transportation Improvement PROGRAM – 
· FY2017-2020 TIP-JOBNET (information)
Mr. Mulnix updated the committee on the progress of the TIP/Jobnet update and the reconciliation of project that has been occurring over the last few months.   There were no amendments to address at this time.  
· State performance targets (ATTACHMENT II)(Action)
Mr. Kent discussed the state targets for Bridge, Pavement, and reliability that the WestPlan Technical Committee recommended for approval at their September 6, 2018 meeting.  There were several handouts that were provided that explained the targets.  
A motion was made to support the Michigan Department of Transportation State Targets for Bridge, Pavement, and Reliability Performance Measures.  Motion Approved.  m/s Salter/Klos 

· Statewide and Urban Travel Analysis Data  (ATTACHMENT III) (ACTION)
Mr. Kent discussed the 2015 Socio Economic Data tables that were included with the agenda packet.  It was explained that these were derived by working with representatives from all local municipalities in the MPO area, including WestPlan Technical Committee members.  Some discussion followed.  

A motion to approve the 2015 data as the base for the WestPlan Travel Demand Model was made and supported.  Motion approved.  m/s Gajewski/Salter
· Project call/selection process (ATTACHMENT IV)(INFORMATION)
Mr. Mulnix discussed the Call For Projects for the FY2020-2023 TIP that will be happening in the near future.  Included with the Agenda Packet was a (4) page form that road agencies will be required to complete with each submitted project.  Discussion followed, there was no action needed on this item.  
· CMAQ CALL FOR PROJECTS (INFORMATION)
Mr. Mulnix discussed the CMAQ Call For Projects was out for FY2020-2023.  Projects are due to the MPO by September 21, and will be discussed and prioritized at the October 4, 2018 MPO Technical Committee meeting.  Mr. Mulnix reminded the committee that this was also discussed at the last meeting and funding estimates were distributed.  Discussion followed, there was no action on this item.
